This long-distance walking route 
from Tarbert to Machrihanish covers 
100 miles (161 km) over 7 sections 
ranging from 9 miles to 20 miles   
(14 km to 32 km). 

Conditions vary from easy public 
highway and forest track sections to 

moderate and difficult foreshore and 
hill walks.  The Kintyre peninsula has an 

extraordinary wealth and diversity of 
landscapes and habitats, and the route passes 

through places of historic interest, environmental 
importance and outstanding scenic beauty.  

The Kintyre Way traverses the peninsula from east to west and back 
again, linking several settlements o�ering a range of services and 

facilities, including visitor attractions and transport options. 

Kintyre is largely unspoilt and it is your responsibility to keep it that way.  
Please respect the countryside and remember that this is a working 
landscape.  Please follow any special instructions posted along the way 

and pay special attention to safety notices at road crossings and potential 
hazards.  Outdoor footwear and clothing are essential: be prepared for 

sudden and unexpected changes in weather conditions.

The ferry leaves here for Lochranza (see slipway timetable- crossing takes 12hr).  
Arran's Coastal Way presents excellent walking opportunities and the island has a 
full range of supporting services and facilities. 

From here to Clachan, the walk has plentiful examples of native trees, mosses, lichens and 
ferns.  There are spectacular views to Arran from the exposed hill and a variety of wildlife in 

and around the forest.  The village of Clachan (Gaelic: village) a�ords access to the dramatic 
west coast of Kintyre - West Loch Tarbert, the Sound of Gigha and the Sound of Jura.

Claonaig to Tarbert  1134 mls / 19 km  

From Skipness the path climbs to a summit of 350m at Cruach Doire Leithe,

 then drops down to the busy �shing village of Tarbert (Norse: a place where 
boats can easily be dragged across).

Claonaig to Clachan 10 mls / 16 km 

The route leaves the B842 at the Claonaig Oakwood car park and follows the forest 
edge to meet Larachmhor Burn.  Following the burn the route passes Lochan Fraoich 

before entering Achaglass Forest and emerging at Balinakill, Clachan.
